GENERAL INFORMATION

e Please be aware that there will not be any Wigginton Primary Staff members at the
event and you are responsible for your child.

e Please ensure the children bring a drink and any necessary refreshments with them.

e Parents travelling with each pupil are responsible for children having vital personal
first aid equipment and medication: inhalers, epi pens etc and its distribution

e Please ensure children are correctly prepared for the event they are to participate in —i.e.
wearing suitable footwear for rough, potentially muddy ground and clothing appropriate
for the weather. The race will be on grass, so football boots are allowed.
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e Please make sure we treat the facility with respect and make sure you take any litter away
with you.

Parking — pick up and drop off

Parking is available on site and will be signposted. This is a very popular event and parking
is always a challenge so if you can share transport, please do so to help us with
parking. Once parked, there will be signposts and volunteers to direct you to the start line.

Race details
A student will run at the back of each race to keep an eye on any runners who drop off the pace.

Please advise your child not to push or rush at the start as there is plenty of time in the races to
move up positions. Please help keep spectators off the course and back from the edge of the
finish tunnel as it makes it much easier for the finish line officials.

The finish of all races will involve running across the official race course finish line into a funnel
system which will sort them into their finishing order.

At the end of each race, participants can be collected from a holding area by parents or
teachers. This will be a gazebo to the left of spectators.

We will record the top 8 boys and 8 girls from year 3-6. We are looking at running a county cross
county later in the year and | will send details through school to those who qualify. The details
for the finals haven’t been confirmed but it is looking like the top 8 boys and top 8 girls from year
3-6 will be invited.
